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.mp JLife in l\ussia 

1 \Vas born tn a ltttle vill.tgc in Rus~ia ,1bout a hunJreJ miles north of .\1o ow. 
There I pent ten year· li,ing with my mother ,mJ a younger brother, as my 
bther came to tillS country when I was only one year olJ. We ltvcd through the 
Jarkest age of Rus ·ia Juring the revolutiOn. On account of the war anJ the de­
stropng of mail, we JiJn't hear from our father for several years. We thought that 
he wa probably kili<:J, anJ that we woulJ have to ~ct along the best we coulJ. We 
haJ a large farm on '' hich my mother workeJ in orJer to ha,·e foo I for the winter. 
Though '' e '' orkeJ harJ all summer, we had 'err littk food left as the spnng 
.1pproacheJ. Our little village contained ,1bout twenty-four house , twelve on each 
ide of the street. The stn:et was wiJe anJ planteJ with trees anJ grass. Luge 

trees were even planteJ m the midJie of the street, as no automobiles passed 
.dong it. The houses were maJc of large logs ,mJ haJ stra'' roofs. Each house 
containeJ only one large room with ,1 fe,, windows whid1 wer Hry small. In 
one corner of the house stooJ a large brick fire pl.lce where all the cooking wa 
done. The top of the fire place was also useJ for a place to sleep in winter to keep 
from freezing, as the winters were very cold anJ long. The room on the bottom 
of the fire place was used as ,1 place to keep chickens in the winter time. Only 
a mall section of a room arounJ the fire pl.lce was warm anJ the rest ''as just 
like outdoors. In another corner of the room, there was a '' ooJen bed which was 
hand made anJ used to sleep on in the summer ttmL. In another part of the room, 
stood a large wooden table urrounded with benches. When a family sat down to 
eat, they all ate out of the s.1me dish with l.uge wooJcn . poon . nJer one roof 
'' ith the house, there \\".lS a stable for cattle anJ horses. The w.1ter was taken from 
the well which wer quite br away from the houst Kerosene lamps were useJ for 
light. In front of the houses, were beautiful flow<:r garJens and in the back there 
were large orchards of apple, pear, plum, and ch rry trees. BehinJ this beautiful 
orchard-surrounJeJ village, there were the wide open fieiJ- whe:re people spent 
most of their time. 

In summer the people all wtnt out to work on the ficiJs lea' ing home only 
the old anJ hclples people with mall chiiJren. When you passeJ a ,-illage in 
bright summer days, everything was very quiet. If you pa ed through the fieiJs, 
however, you woulJ hear the happy working people singing, joking and laughing 
while at their work. The Russian fields were very pretty for one to ·ee. Everybody 
planted the ame crop tn a certain place o that they could all work together at 
the harvesting ttm<:. TI1e wheat field were very large in area and were over your 
head in height. 1any times I have been lo t in them and have wandered about all 
day to find m} way out. The potato fields were very large and looked very pretty 
while in bloom. The most beautiful and picture que field of them all wa · the 
flax field. 
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Tht• flowers arc of li,ght blue and the field look· like a sky from a di tance. 
The people worked from sunrise to sun et, but they were always content and happy. 
The only recreation they had in the evenings wa to get together in the front 
of their hou <:s and enjoy thtmselves with variou games and songs. 

In winter the men had their leisure time, while women spun and wove the 
flax and made clothe out of it to last for the summer. In the evening they would 
all get together in one house to spin and weave so they could work late without 
falling a ltep. Early in the morning they were up again at their work. hildren, 
for the three winter months, went to chool. Hardly anybody went to chool as 
tt wa n't compul ary and a large amount of money had to be paid for a chool 
m.tster. I had an opportunity of going to chool for three winters in a little chool 
house at the end of the village. There wa only one chool master who taught all 
the grades tog<:ther. There was, however, a little distinction in grad<.:s of pupil . 
If they ww:: in a higher grade they would have advanced books. The school master 
would go around from one pupil to another to teach them, and before he got once 
around the whole day would be over. To punish pupils he ordered them to kneel 
on the floor which wa covered with little sharp stones. 

Tht \\as just the kind of life I led until I wa ttn years old. By that time 
the war was O\ er, and we heard from our father, who ent a pas port to us to 
come to United tate . I hadn't the least idea where we were going when we 
left home, but I wa glad to go. It took u three months to get here, as we had 
to stay long at every statiOn. The hip took fourteen days to cro the ocean which 
was very long and tire orne::. I was filled with amazement when I saw the beautiful 
lights of ew York harbor as we entered it very early in the morntng. It was 
the most exciting day in all my life when we stepped into ew York ity and 
had to cross the street, filled with automobiles which I had never seen before in 
my life. I had to ride home in one of them, and it almost took my heart out. 

It all seemed to me like a dream, but there I wa in ew York ity without 
knowing one word of the Englt h language. I didn't know where to start as I 
didn't want to go mto the first grade with little children. A. that seemed the only 
way, however, I tarted school. I worked day and night until I got sick and was 
sent to the hospttal for two years. Whtn I recovered, I came back and began again. 
After eight year , two of which were pent in the hospital, I'm in the third year 
of high chool and expect to graduate thi year. English has been the most difficult 
ubject for me, and still i , but I work very hard and read many books to overcome 

the difficulty. Although Ru ia is my home, I never think of going back, as I'm 
contented here.
